The model of the player is XG-AA002. Please press the source
(MODE) button to switch to the corresponding source. After a
few seconds, "BT" will flash on the screen (pairing in progress),
and at the same time it will enter the state of searching for
Bluetooth signals. , please use your mobile phone to search for
the player (TINGKAP CM602) in the Bluetooth settings and
enter the password 0000 (if required). At this time, "BT" will be
permanently displayed on the screen, and the player will be
connected to your mobile phone.

Audio Input

This machine is equipped with an additional set of audio input ports.
You can connect the stereo audio output port from a VCD, CD, VCR,
MP3 player to the input port (LINE IN) of this machine. The corre-
sponding mode is LINE IN (audio input), which can be selected by
pressing the mode switch on the remote control.

Audio Output

This machine supports connecting external devices such as
functions or active speakers with audio cables. Before connecting
external devices, turn on the audio output switch on the chassis
panel. Press and hold the mode button for 2 seconds to switch to
the external device for playback. Press and hold again for 2
seconds to switch to local playback. You can also switch by
pressing the audio output button on the remote control.
